Lesson: Self-advocacy
Grade level: 7
Purpose: Why teach this lesson?

-Student will develop language and knowledge about self-advocacy    
-Student will expand his knowledge of self-advocacy and be able to prioritize what is most important to him.
-Student will understand what strategies work for him in terms of being an advocate for him

IEP Goals and Objectives: 
Long Term Goal 1: Will demonstrate an understanding of hearing.
Short Term objective 1.3: to develop self-advocacy skills related to hearing needs.
Long Term Goal 3: Will develop expressive and receptive language skills.
Short Term Goal 3.2: to develop receptive and expressive language with specific topics.

Body of the Lesson:

	Teacher will:

	-Check student’s hearing aids using the ling 6 sounds.  Troubleshoot if necessary.
Ling sounds: ah, ee, oo, m, s, sh
-Review the self-advocacy handout and self-assessment.
-Ask him if he has ever heard of or seen a wordle.

-Show an example to peak his interest. Tell him that they are easy to make and that he will be making his own today. 

-Begin by brainstorming words around the topic using a graphic organizer together.
-Introduce the Study Skills Questionnaire and go through it together.

-As he reads and answers them, write down words and strategies that he thinks are important for him on the graphic organizer.  

-Create a word bank of self-advocacy words that are important to him.  

-Write each word on a strip of paper so that he can move them around. 

-Have him make a list using the strips in order of priority.  
-Discuss why he thinks ones are higher in priority than others to create a self-awareness of which kinds of support or strategies he needs.

-Explain the instructions of making a wordle.

-Once he has his list of words, he can enter them in to the computer. 

-Show him how he can personalize his wordle by changing the colours and font.

-Let him play around with the wordle until he has the results he wants.

-Once it is to his liking he can save it on the computer.

-Print the wordle so that he can admire his work and show it off.
Closure:

-Ask him which new word he learned today that he finds is important for his own advocacy and why?

-Roleplay a scenario based around a situation he may find himself in and have him advocate for himself.  If there is time, another situation could be played. 
Ex.  What if your teacher is talking and you can’t hear because the classroom door is open and it is noisy outside.  What would you do?

What if you were hanging out with friends and they were talking too quiet?  What would you do?
